Legal Services Component
2008 Wrap-up

In 2008, the Legal Services Component worked with 1,771 survivors of domestic and dating violen
1,628 of these survivors received legal representation and consultation services and 876 received ¢
support and/or court advocacy services; 47 were interviewed and assisted regarding their experience |
law enforcement. 1,543 of the survivors were women and 243 were men.

Our legal staff reviewed 1,579 petitions for protective orders; the court granted 424 protecti
orders; we met with 398 survivors prior to their scheduled court date.

We patrticipated in 1,635 conferences with petitioners, provided 566 phone consultation servic
corresponded with 954 petitioners, and made 1,515 collateral contacts for petitioners. Our attorne
provided 2,013 safety planning sessions. Our Intake Counselor/Legal Advocate worked with 823 victimg
domestic and dating violence and provided 1,304 safety planning sessions.

Our court advocates and interns provided emotional support and information to 397 survivors @
domestic and dating violence in the East Baton Rouge Parish Family Court and 18 survivors in Batg
Rouge City Court. In Pointe Coupee Parish our court advocate provided court advocacy services to
survivors of domestic and dating violence, in Iberville Parish to 36, in West Baton Rouge Parish to 19,
Ascension Parish to 179, in East Feliciana Parish to 25, and in West Feliciana Parish to 6. Our advoc§
also provided advocacy services to 383 victims of domestic and dating violence in addition to cg
advocacy/support services. Our court advocates and interns provided 640 safety planning sessiong
survivors.

2008 marked the first time the Louisiana State University Law Center offered a domestic violen
clinic T and we were their partner! We had eight thirdyear law students in our domestic violence clinig
Our student attorneys represented 34 victims of domestic and dating violence in protective ord
proceedings before the Family Court for East Baton Rouge Parish. They obtained 16 protective orders {
our clients.

We would like to thank our Family Court Judges for allowing us to return to scheduling protective
order proceedings on only one day per week. We would also like to thank our Sheriff for the expand
security on our court dates. A special thanks to the East Baton Rouge Parish Clerk of Court and his Fam
Violence Prevention Program Staff for the continuing assistance and support they provide to us as well
victims of domestic and dating violence.

We want to also thank the Judges, Hearing Officers, Clerks of Court, and Sheriffs in Ascensio
Iberville, Pointe Coupee, and West Baton Rouge Parishes for supporting the setting of protective ord
proceedings earlier than other docketed cases and providing these cases with priority on the docket.
appreciate all the assistance from our clerks of court in those parishes who provide us with the neces
copies of these proceedings. Also, we appreciate the sheriffs in these parishes allowing their staff to pro
security for litigants in these cases earlier than usual on court dates.

Our legal representation and support services for victims of domestic and dating violence has bé
made possible in large part due to the support and cooperation of all of these partners. We look forward
an even more productive 2009.
