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 Today, research studies in the United 

States show that one in four women will be 

abused in her adult lifetime by a current or for-

mer spouse/partner or dating partner.  In 2000, 

the data indicated that in America one in three 

women would be similarly abused.  Progress, but 

slowly.  It is good that the statistics say that 25% 

less women will be abused, but the fact that 25% 

of all women in this country will be victims is 

still difficult to believe in the year 2009!   

 In Louisiana we  have additional challenges 

as outlined in the latest report of the Violence 

Policy Center entitled òWhen Men Murder 

Women: An Analysis of 2007 Homicide 

Dataó (September 2009). Louisiana has been 

identified with the highest rate  in the nation of 

female homicide by males in single victim/single 

perpetrator murders.  For the time period studied 

there were 57 murders of women in the state.  Of 

those murders, 67% were committed by a current 

or former partner/spouse.  The female homicide 

rate for Louisiana is 2.53 per 100,000, while the 

homicide rate for the U.S. is 1.30/100,000.  While 

we do not have statewide numbers for the current 

calendar year, we know that in the Capital Area 

alone there have been at least eight women 

killed, along with two children and one man ð 

these are only the murders that we know about.  

This study also looks at state laws that are 

meant to protect victims.  Louisiana laws stack 

up as well as most states:  now we need to be pre-

pared to look at our policies and practices that 

implement those laws.   

 For five of our parishes, we have estab-

lished Coordinated Community Response Teams 

(CCRT).  The CCRTs are made up of law  

enforcement and domestic violence advocates, but 

also include other community systems that help 

us to be safe and productive and have a good 

quality of life.  Now, East Baton Rouge Parish is 

on the verge of beginning a similar response.  

Special òthank yousó to Mayor-President Melvin 

òKipó Holden, District Attorney Hillar Moore, 

Sheriff Sid Gautreaux and Police Chief Jeff  

LeDuff who are meeting with CAFVIC to help to 

improve our responses to the needs of the  

community, and to look at ways to protect  

 victims and prosecute in a more effective, timely 

manner.   

 At the same time, the City of Zachary, with 

the leadership of Judge Miles, City Court, and 

City Prosecutor Welch, we are looking at  

 partnerships that will improve the lives of 

women and families.   

 Some progress has been made, but our work 

is not yet done. In order to achieve our goal for a 

safe community for all, and to meet our mission 

to end domestic violence , CAFVIC recognizes 

the need to work in collaboration with all systems 

that impact families, and maintain our philoso-

phy of empowerment of women.  For the women 

who are currently in abusive relationships, we 

owe it to them to make sure that the responses of 

our community truly address those conditions 

that allow abuse ð and homicide ð to continue.
